Continuing from the 3 Calanques route, the calanques of l'Oule and l'Eissadon reveal themselves with their breathtaking caves and 
faults.

• The Calanque of Port-Miou, with its castle and atypical port,

• The Calanque of Port-Pin, bordered by pines and crystal-clear water,

• The Calanque of En-Vau, a true jewel of the national park of calanques with impressive cliffs.

• The Calanque of l'Oule, with its cave and turquoise water.

• The Calanque of l'Eissadon, with its fault and secret passage.

The Cap Canaille Route
This route is suitable for all profiles. This activity includes a walk under the cliffs of Soubeyranne (among the highest maritime cliffs in 
Europe) to the "Rascasse" rock. The panorama over the Calanques National Park is magnificent. This route is particularly recommended in 
the afternoon and late in the day.

ACCESS :

- By car:

Prefer the paid parking lot of Mimosas, Viguerie, and La Madie (5-10 minutes walk from our meeting point). Parking in Cassis is 
always difficult or even impossible during periods of high traffic (weekends, July-August, public holidays...).

- By bus: 

ATTENTION, access for private buses in the city center in high season (between May 1st and October 15th) is prohibited. These 
buses will have to go to the Gorguettes parking lot and shuttles are available to access the city center. In case of a large group, 
it is strongly advised to contact the Tourism Office - Group Service - to privatize the small trains (on quote):
